The Lodge Executive Committee 

 One famous event 

that Blackhawk is known for 

is the Blackhawk War. It was 

more of a massacre though, 

do to the unfairness in num-

bers from the American sol-

diers verses the Sauk warri-

ors. He was captured after 

the battle and was taken to 

Washington to President 

Andrew Jackson. The gov-

ernment then had him on a 

tour so people could see this 

daring Indian. On this tour 

he told his life story and be-

came the first American In-

dian autobiographer. And 

out of all American battles, 

his battle is the only one 

named after a person. 

 In 1833, he was 

 Since weõre in the 

Blackhawk Area Council, I 

thought I would talk about 

Blackhawk. To start one of 

many facts is that he was not 

a chief; not a civil chief that 

we think of any way. He was 

a war chief. He was born on 

present day Rock Island, 

Illinois. He was a member of 

the Sauk tribe, and was a 

vital member. He led many 

war parties, was the son of 

Thunder, and inherited a 

medicine bundle. A medicine 

bundle, in case you didnõt 

know, is a sack of leather that 

is filled with sacred items. 

Such as arrowheads, tobacco, 

and other things used to per-

form religious duties. 

released and came back to 

his tribe, but in two-weeks 

he died due to illness. He 

lived to be seventy-years 

old and was buried along 

the bank of the Des 

Moines River in Davis 

County. Later, his remains 

were stolen by James 

Turner so they could be 

exhibited. Blackhawkõs sons 

went to Governor Robert 

Lucas and were able to get 

his remains back. 

In conclusion, 

Blackhawkõs legacy will al-

ways be and I hope you 

learned something about 

Blackhawk today.
